Tarot card designs can vary widely in
style and theme, reflecting the
creativity and personal touch of the
artist or adept who creates them.
Tarot decks may feature intricate
artwork and unique interpretations of
traditional symbols, such as the
Rider-Waite deck, which is known for
its detailed illustrations and is often
referenced for its symbolism, and will
be discussed later.

Independent artists often spend
months or even years perfecting the
illustrations, colours, and design of
their Tarot decks, resulting in decks
with intricate artwork and sometimes
gold or silver foiling on the front and
back.

Some decks, like the Cosma Visions
and Children of Litha Tarot decks,
are praised for their beautiful back
designs, which can enhance the
overall aesthetic and user
experience.

Although many have tried to
establish the true origin of the
Tarot, we are still unsure who
created the first deck. .

By tradition, the development
of the cards has generally
been undertaken by an occult
fraternity, with the appropriate
traditional inclusion of
symbolic references and
corresponding images. From
this, we can assume that the
